Practicing at Home

All students in all groups are required to practice their instruments at home. Students will fill out “Practice
Sheets” which are turned in monthly. Students need to practice between 20-25 minutes per day minimum to
receive an “A”. Practicing is “HOMEWORK” for music classes, and should be completed daily!

Private L essons

While not required for Hopkins music classes, Private Lessons are strongly recommended and encouraged for
all music students. Students can receive “extra credit” for taking private lessons on the instrument played in
their music class. Also, time spent in private lessons can be counted as “practice time” on the monthly practice
sheets.
